Grant Funding Committee:  One of the great op-
portunities we have as NOMADS is to work at our 
United Methodist Camps during our summer and fall 
schedule.  Many of these camps totally depend upon 
us for maintenance of their facilities.  Often times the 
camps are not high on the priority list for funding 
from their conferences.  And especially during tough 
economic times their funding is cut.  We have seen 
that happen to several camps where we have projects 
scheduled this year.  We want you to know that be-
cause of your generosity your Grants Funding Com-
mittee has been able to approve or is processing re-
quests for funding totaling about $10,000 for 10 of 
our camps.  Remember, our United Methodist Camps 
are the place where many of our young people first 
accept Jesus as their personal Lord and Savior.  
Please also try to include our camps on your work 
schedule.   
 

“NOMADS are the most generous Christians I have ever had the pleasure of knowing.” This statement was received from a pastor of 
a small church where the NOMADS worked this past winter.  Similar testimony has been received from many of the agencies where 
we NOMADS have worked this past winter and spring. NOMADS not only give of their time and talents, pay to travel to projects, 
and support themselves while on site; but, they also contribute considerable money to buy materials and pay for RV parking and site 
installation.  Through your generosity, we exceeded our goal at last year’s auction and raised almost $27,000.  Then our every mem-
ber funds drive exceeded our goal of $25,000 and raised over $51,000.  This income allowed your Grants Funding Committee to 
approve grants during the first half of this year in the amount of almost $40,000 for 54 projects. The Board of Directors at our recent 
spring meeting approved adding a category of grants for disaster response revolving team projects (RTP).  We are now projecting 
grants totaling $79,000 will be approved this year as a result of your awesome generosity. The reports we receive from so many 
agencies tell us that without our financial support they would not be able to accomplish the missions they have adopted. We can 
thank God for the generosity he shows us and we choose to share with those much less fortunate.

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Pet Etiquette on NOMADS Projects  
When an Agency applies for a project, one question on their application asks if they allow pets (on a leash or in the 
RV).  Most agencies do, which is a good thing for us pet owners (we have 2 black labs who are part of the family!).  The 
understanding is that pets will be well behaved and on leashes/under control when out of the RV and that the owners will 
clean up after their pets.  Most RV parks have similar basic rules for pet owner guests.  An issue that has recently come 
up is taking pets to work sites.  The basic answer is NO.  There are several reasons - if you are responsible for/watching/
taking care of your pet, you are not fully on the project.  If you are working in the community in people’s home the answer 
is NO.  We are guests in their home and need to disrupt their lives as little as possible.  Amazing as it may seem to us 
pet owners, some people simply do not like pets and do not want to be around them.  Also some people have had nega-
tive experiences in the past and are truly afraid of all dogs/cats.  Some people have allergies to pet dander.  And, some 
people who don’t have pets may not even know that they have allergies. 
 

You might ask, “what if I ask the homeowner ahead of time and they say yes?”  Consider that you are doing needed vol-
unteer work  in their home  and they are very thankful for your help - it would be very difficult for them to say, “No, you 
cannot bring your pet.”  Even if the homeowner was really okay with it, the neighbor’s pets (and the pet’s owners and 
other neighbors) may not like it. That type of situation does not reflect well on NOMADS and what we are trying to ac-
complish in the community.  It is just not good practice to take your pet to work with you.   
 

Pets also are not allowed in Agency buildings .  Remember, as above, it is hard for us to believe but some people sim-
ply do not like pets and do not want to be around them.  Often mission teams are sleeping on the floor in churches and 
again, we have to be considerate of people with allergies.  Please do not put your leaders or agency personnel in a diffi-
cult situation by bringing your pets into buildings or asking if your pets can come to the work site with you.  See above, 
the answer is basically NO. 
 

What if my dog can’t be in the RV for 6 plus hours?  Sadly, sometimes that does happen with older or sick pets.  If that is 
the situation, you should consider this in selecting projects and pick NOMADS projects where you are working very close 
to your RV so that you will be there for lunch to let them out, give them medicine, etc.  Thanks for understanding. 
The good news is that  all pets go to heaven… just not to NOMADS work site s or Agency buildings .

  Disaster Response Efforts     
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New Agency in Andalusia, Alabama 
Blue Lake Methodist Assembly 
 
      Situated on 320 acres in southern Alabama, 15 miles south of 
Andalusia, this camp has a lot to offer to anyone who loves the out-
doors. The land is covered in tall stately pines. Hiking/walking trails 
connect the 3 main areas of campus plus numerous ones are in the 
bordering national forest. While offering a beautiful focal point, the 
lake is also used for swimming and fishing.  We were told that the 
bass were biting! Though we didn't see any on the night that we vis-
ited, the deer frequently roam throughout camp. 
 
    The camp was founded in the early 50's and is now serving over 
14,000 campers per year with a full summer program of activities. 
Over the last couple of years, the camp has been doing some major 
updating and remodeling so to meet their needs of increasing camp-
ers. Their facilities range from small 16 person cabins to the large 
ones that sleep 36. Also the lodge has "motel style" rooms with baths. 
There are 2 dining rooms on campus to meet the demands of the ever 
hungry campers. A new bath house has been added to the swimming 
pool. Bathrooms were added to the small cabins.  
    The campground, partially shaded underneath those stately pines, 
has 5 sites with full hook ups and 30 amp power that is soon to be 50 
amp. Plus 5 more sites with electric and water only.  
    So please consider this new agency that is included with the win-
ter/spring 2010 offerings.

This hopefully is the last NOMADS at Heart that I will be writing, as I am sure that someone out there is 
much better at this than I am and will step up and volunteer to be the newsletter editor.  As I write this we are 
serving in the National Forest of Arkansas as Camp Ground Host.  This is a time of breathing deep and reflect-
ing on the beauty around us.  Also letting our money catch up with our months.  We will leave here shortly 
after Labor Day and travel to Indiana, and the Annual Meeting/Reunion, 2009.   
  

In this issue I wanted to share with you some of the beautiful and worthwhile areas which are on our drop-in 
list of projects.  At the end of this article, we’ve included our guidelines on drop-ins attendance. 
 

If you look on our web site, www.nomadsumc.org you will find an amazing list of places which need help.  
These may be agencies which in the past have had regular projects, but now either don’t have enough work 
left for a full team, or just general maintenance items that need doing on a regular or irregular schedule.  Most 
of those listed are camps which always need help, since most camp budgets have been cut in the past few 
years.  There are drop-in sites all over the U.S., from Alabama, Georgia, and Florida to Washington State, 
Wyoming and Idaho….from Massachusetts through the middle of the country to Texas.  One I wanted to men-
tion is Camp Jo-Ota, in Clarence, MO., which is rather new to the list of drop-ins (and regular projects), as the 
director of the camp recently took over there and knew about NOMADS from his previous job.  Lives Under 
Construction Boy’s Ranch, in Lampe, MO.,  is a great choice for those who enjoy Branson, as it is only about 
30 miles away.  L.U.C. is a camp for boys and there is a need for mechanics and woodworking help there.   
  

A new listing to the drop-in list is Dooly Campground in Vienna, GA. Other new listings are two in N.Y. 
state….check out Camp Aldersgate and Casowasco Camp.  Camp Kingswood  is located just 25 miles west of 
Minneapolis, in case you like fishing.  Two locations in Texas that really stand out on the drop-in list are 
Mercy Ships, near Tyler  and the Whispers of Hope Horse Farm near Wichita Falls, TX.  And of course don’t 
forget about Galveston Island, which will be a drop-in site until after the Annual Meeting, when it will become 
an RTP site. 
 

I guess the point I am trying to make is that there are plenty of places to go, in case you are between regular 
projects or can’t find one where you want to work.
