Aretha Franklin’s rendition of Respect... R-E-S-P-E-C-T All | want is a little Respect! | find it amazing that | am having to write this,
but as NOMADS team members we do need to respect our team leaders AND remember that they are the liaison with the Agency!

Here is the scenario that started this thinking and trip down music memory lane when | recently heard from a team leader. The lead-
ers wrote their team and told them not to arrive before Saturday afternoon. A team member called the day before they were sup-
posed to arrive (that would be Saturday so they called on Friday) to say they were close to the Agency and ask if they could come in
early. The team leader was not at the project yet and correctly said, “no you cannot come in early. Please come on Saturday as per
our letter to the team.” When the leaders arrived on Saturday morning, those team members were already there! Seems they had
spent Friday night there... When the team leaders asked about it, they answered that they called the agency and asked if they could
arrive early and the Agency said yes. Somehow this reminds me of the old, if you don’t like Daddy’s answer, go ask Momma. Butin
this case, the analogy is, if you don't like Daddy’s answer, go ask Daddy’s boss???

So... here’s the test... what's wrong with this picture?

A. The team member did not follow the instructions from his team leader

B. The team member did not have appropriate respect for his team leader

C. The team members put the Agency in an awkward position

D. The team members were not following the NOMADS Guidelines specific to being on a NOMADS project
*E. All of the above

*Correct Answer: E. All of the Above

Please tell me that this is a NO BRAINER for you!! A and D are correct answers. The Guidelines clearly state that, “Team members
should follow the guidance of their Team Leader as far as when to arrive at a project (usually no more than two days before the pro-
ject begins).” B. is a correct answer. NOMADS need to respect their team leaders. C. is also a correct answer. Of course, the
Agency is going to say yes, even if it is not convenient (remember, they want NOMADS help and they don’t understand the NOMADS
Guidelines).

The NOMADS Guidelines are basically what we all agreed to when we joined NOMADS. And they do occasionally change - they
were updated in November 2009. We are ALL responsible for both staying up to date AND following the Guidelines. If you have not
reviewed them recently, you can easily find them on the NOMADS web site. If you'd rather we send you a copy, not a problem, let us
know and we will be happy to email or snail mail you a copy. FYI, there is a reason for each of the Guidelines. In this case, the lead-
ers are the liaison between the Agency and the team. In order to be an effective liaison, it makes sense that they should arrive at the
Agency first!

Paraphrasing what Aretha sang so boldly, “All we need is a little respect for the Guidelines! (and some respect for our team leaders
as well!)".

Pet Etiquette on NOMADS Projects

One question on the Agency Project Application asks if they allow pets. Most agencies do which is a good thing for us pet
owners (We have 2 black labs who are part of the family!) The understanding is that pets will be well behaved and on leashes/under
control when out of the RV and that the owners will clean up after their pets. Most RV parks have similar basic rules for pet owner
guests. An issue that has recently come up is taking pets to work sites. The basic answer is NO. There are several reasons- if you
are responsible for/watching/taking care of your pet, you are not fully on the project. If you are working in the community in people’s
home the answer is NO. We are guests in their home and need to disrupt their lives as little as possible. Amazing as it may seem to
us pet owners, some people simply do not like pets and do not want to be around them. Also some people have had negative experi-
ences in the past and are truly afraid of all dogs/cats. Some people have allergies to pet dander. Some people who don’t have pets
may not even know that they have allergies.

You might ask, “what if | ask the homeowner ahead of time and they say yes?” Consider that you are doing needed volunteer
work in their home and they are very thankful for your help - it would be very difficult for them to say, “No, you cannot bring your
pet.” Even if the home owner was really okay with it, the neighbor’s dogs (and the dog’s owners and other neighbors) may not like it.
That type of situation does not reflect well on NOMADS and what we are trying to accomplish in the community. It is just not a good
practice to take your dog to work with you. Dogs also are not allowed in Agency buildings . Remember, as above, it is hard for us
to believe but some people simply do not like pets and do not want to be around them. Often mission teams are sleeping on the floor
in churches and again, we have to be considerate of people with allergies. Please do not put your leaders or agency personnel in a
difficult situation by bringing your pets into buildings or asking if your pets can come to the work site with you. See above, the answer
is basically NO.

What if my dog can't be in the RV for 6 plus hours? Sadly, sometimes that happens with older or sick pets. If that is the situa-
tion, you should consider this in selecting NOMADS projects where you are working very close to your RV so you can be there for
lunch to let them out, give them medicine, etc. Thanks for your understanding.

The good news is that all pets go to heaven... just not to NOMADS work site s or Agency buildings

1. Thanks to all of you for leading our teams and for recommending team members who you feel would make good
leaders. Even if it is their first project, if you think they will make good leaders down the road, let us know on your project
evaluation. We do follow up with them to let them know they have been recommended and tell them about require-
ments to become leaders (one of which is to have completed several NOMADS projects).

2. Thanks also for helping us get all/most of the project evaluations all at one time. BUT, please make sure you are
using the new, TWO page worker evaluation form, and in this case, please use 2 separate pages so that the evaluation
pertinent to you as a leader can be physically separated from the evaluation pertinent to the project/agency. This is one
of those times when saving paper printing front to back makes more work for us down the road. Another reason for the
separation is that the PCC members have specifically asked to NOT see the leader evaluations. In the military we
called this “need to know”. In this case, the PCC members do not feel that they had to know about the team'’s evalua-
tion of the project leaders.

3. Most of the time things go pretty smoothly, but not always so. Sometimes there are complications or issues that
come up and it is easy to get frustrated. As for how much to share with your team, refer back to #2 above and assess-
ment of “need to know”. While they may need to know some of it; typically they don’t need to know it all. Most of the
time, not sharing your frustration is the best course. Your attitude with the team can make all the difference. About
those frustrations, remember if you need someone to talk to, Carla and | are always available.

4. Keep up the great work!! We all know that NOMADS doesn’t work without your dedication as leaders.
