Firgt, | am not going to dspense any
“guaranteal® tax advice and second, the NOMADS office, by
order of the Board, will not get involved in providing any docu-
mentation to you for tax purpaoses, or in making any tax recom-
mendations. There is, however, some helpful information to
share. The Internal Revenue Service (IRS) provides an extensive
publication on the subjea of contributions. While not exadly
light, bedtime reading, it does provide information that may be
beneficial to NOMADS. The document is cdled: “Publication
526, Charitable Contributions.? There ae & least three sources
for you to oltain this. your locd IRS office your personal tax
advisor, or download it from the web.

Downloading the form is quite smple, but you will need
to have Acrobat Reader on your computer (which is also a free
download). Go to the site: irs.gov. On the home page, click on
the doice “More Forms and Publicaions.® On the next page to
come up, choose the option “Download Forms and Publications
by....Publicaion Number®. Scroll down until you find publica-
tion 526, seled it, and click “Retrieve Seleded Files® You will
now be ale to view the entire publicaion on your screen, or you
may choaose to print parts of it.

There is probably much more information than you need
in this publication, but there is a comprehensive sedion deding
with all owable deductions in connedion with voluntee adivities.

Katrina. But more importantly, they have experienced the wonderful spirit, love, and thankfulnessof the people here, and have been richly
blessed with the joy that comes from sharing our talents with those in need.

In November, the Board agreed to a pil ot plan to speed the response we could make & an organization to major disasters. Theini-
tial projed was sheduled at Caswell Springs UMC, nea MossPoint, MS. When the response there was greaer than the cgadty, a second
projed was commissioned at Main Stree¢ UMC, in Bay St. Louis, MS. Both projeds have been filled to cgpadty for many weeks now.

Can you even begin to imagine losing your home, vehicles, furniture, and al personal belongings? Yet the mortgage payments
must still be made on that unlivable shell of a structure, and there is no insurance ®verage for floods. Everywhere we go, we hea more
stories of loss and hardship, and of bravery and thankfulness. Mirades abound. Yes, Godis certainly present here, both now and during the
storm.

At ead location, we have been working diredly with the people most severely impaded by the storm, those whose homes were
severely damaged by the hurricane's twin forces of destruction: wind and water. Many homes were completely destroyed, and many more
sustained major damage. Most of the wind damage was covered by insurance, but most of the water damage was not.

We have shared with these brave people our teas and our laughs and our prayers. We have been thrill ed as we have watched afew
move badk into their 2new® homes, an d we hope many more will be there soon. We have made memories and friendships which will | ast a
lifetime. We now know the red meaning of southern hospitality — Missssppi style. And throughall of this, we have seen the undeniable
love of our God and Creaor. How blessed we have been.

Many who worked here felt it was their most meaningful NOMADS experience ever. Many others have had their first-ever NO-
MADS experience here. And nealy al have regretted having to leave when their time was up. Now we need more NOMADS to step for-
ward and sign wp for fall projeds in Mississippi.

Y et others are sitting
beside what appeasto be aperfedly
sound home — at first glancethe home
appeas sound, but on closer inspedion
you can seethe entire home has been gut-
ted and stands as an empty shell.

Whereis Godin all this—where
is God in this war-torn part of our coun-
try? Why did so many people have to
die? Why were so many homes de-
stroyed? Why did so many lives have to
be devastated? Whereis God?

And the answer is, He is here
right in the midde of al thisdebris! Al-
most every church is surrounded by mo-
torhomes and tent cities, where voluntea's
fromall over the USA are helpingto re-
build Misgssippi and Louisiana.
