Finance:  As your NOMADS Treasurer, I am pleased to report that a satisfactory audit of our 2006 finances was conducted this past 
March.  Our 2006 Budget of $97,200 was easily met because of the generosity of NOMADS and their supporters.  This year appears to 
be even more successful.  As of the 31st of July, 2007, 58% of the way through the year, our Income has already surpassed $97,000 for 
the year, over 70% of  the $131,000 budget!  And we have distributed over $23,000, 76% of our Material Funds Budget for the year.  
What it means is that the ability to help and support our United Methodist Agencies is directly proportional to the size of NOMADS 
Hearts, Spirits, and by the Grace of God, pocketbooks.    Thank you NOMADS!

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Effective January 1, 2007, the IRS issued new regulations governing the documentation requirements for deducting travel ex-
penses in connection with volunteering at qualifying charitable organizations.  (This applies only to those who choose to itemize 
their deductions, as opposed to using the standard deduction.) .  To aid in meeting these new requirements, the NOMADS Board 
has authorized all project leaders to obtain signed forms for team members, from the agency sponsoring the project.  For more 
information concerning the requirement and use of these forms, each NOMADS member should contact their own tax advisor, or 
obtain a copy of IRS Publication No. 526. 
 

For those members who worked 2007 projects in periods 1-12, you may request a Statement of Volunteer Services form from 
Carla at our NOMADS office.  Beginning with period 13, the project leaders will be provided with blank forms for the team.  The 
Statement of Volunteer Services Rendered form is to be filled out by team members who want them.  The leaders will then take 
the forms to an appropriate agency representative for signatures.  Please take note, however, that this is a one-time opportunity 
to get this form, as we cannot issue them later. 
 

If you do individual drop-in projects, you may get a copy of the blank form from our web site, or from Carla, and then take it to the 
agency with you for signature.
