The two spring RTPs at Moss 
Point, MS, and New Iberia, 
LA, are just winding down as 
I write this.  Again, your sup-
port of these disaster-related 
projects has been fantastic.  
Those who have participated 
know of the great work being 
done on the Gulf Coast, and 
of the humbling gratitude 
those residents have shown 
us.  I haven’t had time to 
compile the final statistics 
yet, but it appears that in the 
past 1-½ years, we have had 
approximately 250 NO-
MADS at work on the Gulf 
Coast disaster recovery pro-
jects.  Praise God! 

FALL RTP PROJECTS:  
Now, however, we are facing 

a dilemma.  We have tenta-
tively scheduled a fall RTP at 
a new site near Pensacola, 
FL, as well as nine weeks of 
regular projects back at Moss 
Point.  These projects can’t 
go forward if leaders aren’t 
found.  The RTP is scheduled 
to begin on September 24th 
and continue for 12 weeks.  
So far, we only have leaders 
committed for the final four 
weeks of that project.  If ad-
ditional leaders aren’t found 
soon, we will be faced with 
having to cancel or at least 
shorten the RTP at Pensacola.

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NEW to NOMADS?  More info for you!                          
WELCOME to NOMADS!  We are so 
pleased with the recruiting efforts of our 
membership.  We’ve had some incredi-
ble coverage recently in several national 
and regional publications, including an 
article on members Bill and Jackie 
Conaway in the Wall Street Journal.   
We have lots of projects that need your 
help.  This is a continuation from the 
previous newsletter, with more info in 
order to get you started. 

Departure at end of Project - For our 
standard 3-week projects, please plan to 
leave on the Friday following the last 
working Thursday.  Some of our agen-
cies are renting RV sites for us and we 
don’t want to cause them additional ex-
pense.  Also, our camp type agencies 
may have RV site reservations for the 
upcoming weekend.  For RTP projects 
which have weekly team member 
changes, it is critical that we follow the 
schedule set forth by the coordinators of 
the project.  So please plan to leave on 
schedule in order for the sites to be ready 
for the next week’s incoming team mem-
bers.   

Project Evaluations - Please fill out 
your evaluation form at the end of the 
project.  Your comments are held in con-
fidence at all times and your input is 
critical to our success.  Agencies, leaders 
and workers are all asked to submit an 
evaluation for each project.  You may 
use the same evaluation forms for RTPs, 
or different ones may be provided by the 
coordinators for the RTPs.  Your evalua-
tion will be reviewed by headquarters 
first, with items for our General Con-
cerns committee forwarded to them.  
General Concerns handles personnel and 
guideline issues.  Your evaluation is 
grouped with the others from the project 
and is passed on to the Agency Commit-
tee representative for the corresponding 
jurisdiction (SE, NE, SC, NC or West-
ern).  These hard-working agency folks 
will review your comments and, when 
necessary, work with the Agency on 
problem areas.   We APPRECIATE and 
NEED your input to improve this organi-
zation!!! 

Administrative Agency - Our adminis-
trative agency, where our headquarters is 
located, is Sacramento Methodist Assem-
bly (SMA) located in Sacramento, NM.  
SMA is the New Mexico Annual Confer-
ence Camp for youth and adult camping 
ministries.  The NOMADS have an agree-
ment with SMA which is reviewed annu-
ally.  This agreement has been in effect 
since June 2004.  SMA is responsible for 
providing the administrative support for 
NOMADS.  Jim Hengstenberg (executive 
director of SMA) has recently retired and 
Bill McCuaig is the new executive direc-
tor for SMA.  Carla Kinsey is our NO-
MADS Administrator.  Teri Alvarez is a 
part-time staffer at SMA who helps with 
newsletter mailings, answers the phone 
when Carla is on vacation and handles 
NOMADS merchandise.            

Merchandise - In November 2005, an 
exclusive agreement was made between 
SMA and NOMADS for merchandising 
NOMADS logo’d items.  A merchandise 
order form is available on our website 
under the ‘Promotional’ tab.  Available 
clothing items include caps, visors, short 
and long-sleeved tshirts, polo shirts, sweat 
shirts and denim shirts.  Other promo-
tional items are tote bags, magnetic signs 
for your vehicles, stick-on signs, a new 
DVD and our brochures.  NOTE:  Free 
brochures will be available at Reunion.  
Please make your check payable to SMA 
and send your merchandise order form to 
SMA at P.O. Box 8, Sacramento, NM  
88347 (address is also on the order form). 

If you have a special NOMADS logo’d 
item that you’d like to sell at Reunion or 
otherwise, please contact Teri Alvarez or 
Bill McCuaig at SMA (1-800-667-3414) 
to arrange this.  SMA will ask for a 15% 
commission on any logo’d items sold.   

Agency Camping Guide - this guide is 
available on our website.  The agencies 
listed have offered their RV sites to NO-
MADS who are “traveling through”.  
Some of them charge for this service and 
others do not.  This is not a drop-in volun-
teer arrangement, but is strictly an over-
night camping option.  Most ask that an 

advance reservation be made.  There will 
be times when the facility is being used 
by other agency guests -- the RV sites 
may even be full with a NOMADS pro-
ject in session.  So please be thoughtful of 
the property and the program that might 
be in progress while parked there.  You 
should not ask the agency for mail for-
warding, use of their computer or phone 
connection or other services that are 
sometimes provided when you are on a 
regular project at the agency.  Please be 
sensitive to the situation and stay only as 
long as you comfortably fit into what’s 
going on there.  When you call for per-
mission to park, be clear about the time 
that you wish to park and ask the agency 
specifically when they would like for you 
to depart.   

Donations - Monetary donations may be 
made directly to NOMADS by sending a 
check to the NOMADS office.  You can 
also give through your Methodist church, 
using one of our Advance Special num-
bers:  for Missions use 982658 and for 
Material Funds use 982650.  Material 
funds provide needed funding to agencies 
specifically for purchasing materials to be 
used during a NOMADS project.  Up to 
$750 per project may be awarded and 
must be applied for by the agency with 
their application for a project.  Please note 
that donations to our Material Fund can-
not be used for any other purpose.  Dona-
tions to our general (Missions) fund can 
be used for any purpose and may be 
moved to the Material fund , as needed.  
So your donation to our general fund al-
lows the Board to determine where the 
funds are currently needed.  All donations 
are acknowledged.  Memorials may also 
be designated with your donation and a 
thank you will also be sent to those hon-
ored.   

NOMADS office - Please call Carla at the 
office with any questions.  If she cannot 
help you, she will refer you to the proper 
group within NOMADS who can answer 
your questions.
