However, speaking as a Baby Boomer, we will LOSE/NEVER GET boomers if we don’t con-
tinue to work on making this change in our thinking. | was initially offended by this classification of Men’s
Work and Women’s Work... but | was fortunate to be on our first projects with lady NOMADS who had their
own tool boxes and knew the business end of each one of their tools. (And one of them told me if | didn’t
want to get stuck doing women’s work, | should get my own tools ) We all have our gifts and talents... and
NOMADS is a great venue for us to use those gifts and talents and to learn more skills.
