Thoughts for NOMADS

Thought for the week July 4, 2004:
One of the first things we were told
upon arriving at Snow Mountain Ranch
was to drink lots of water!! At 9,000’
elevation the oxygen level is lower, so
your body works harder, and water
helps replenish lost fluids. Not drink-
ing enough leads to dehydration or
altitude sickness, which causes flu-like
symptoms. Best treatment once
reaching that point is IV therapy to
quickly hydrate the body.

This week a small group of women
studied Isaiah 55. Verse | says,
“Come, all you who are thirsty, come
to the waters.”

Water is an analogy used often in
scripture because of its important role
in our physical survival. Yet, when
used in scripture, water becomes the
source to meet our spiritual need.

How thirsty for spiritual food are we?
We use words that reflect spiritual
awareness. But do our actions reflect
our spiritual thirst? Do we live our lives
in such a way that others see how we
quench our thirst?

My thirst often comes and goes much like
it does with my body’s need for water.
At times | seem to be satisfied and full
and then suddenly altitude sickness sets
in and | crave the water that soothes.
How do we keep an even flow of water
to the soul that satisfied the thirst?

Just as we were advised to carry water
with us everywhere and always, drinking
8 bottles a day, we need to carry Christ
with us allowing the Holy Spirit to minis-
ter to us. | Thessalonians 5:16-17 tells
us, “Be joyful always; pray continually;
give thanks in all circumstances for this is
God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.”

Keeping company with other Christians
through worship, study, pray, fellowship
and work allows us to encourage one an-
other. The discipline of individual prayer
and study centers focus on God’s will for
us. Practice of these disciplines waters
the spiritual thirst just as drinking 8 bot-
tles of water helps prevent altitude sick-
ness. Are you drinking the water?
